GALLERIA 
DELL’ACCADEMIA
Purpose-built to house one of the 
greatest Renaissance masterpieces, 
Michelangelo’s huge marble statue 
David, this gallery is also home to 
Michelangelo’s extraordinary Pri-
gioni (Prisoners or Slaves) sculptural 
group. (www.polomuseale.firenze.it; Via 
Ricasoli 60)

BASILICA DI 
SANTA CROCE
The austere interior can come as 
something of a shock after the mag-
nificent neo-Gothic facade, which is 
enlivened by varying shades of col-
oured marble. (Piazza di Santa Croce)

PONTE VECCHIO
Florence’s iconic bridge dates from 
1345 and has twinkled with the 
wares of jewellers ever since the 16th 
century, when Ferdinando I de’Medici 
ordered them here to replace Flor-
ence’s often malodorous butchers. 
Above the shops on the eastern 
side is the Corridoio Vasariano, built 
around a medieval tower at the 
bridge’s southern end.

BASILICA DI SANTA 
MARIA NOVELLA
The treasure-trove of artistic 
masterpieces inside this magnificent 
basilica includes a series of vivid fres-
coes by Domenico Ghirlandaio and 
Masaccio’s groundbreaking fresco 
Trinity. (www.chiesasantamarianovella.it; 
Piazza di Santa Maria Novella 18)

PALAZZO PITTI
Luca Pitti commissioned Bru-
nelleschi to design this forbidding-
looking palace in 1457, but by the 
time it was completed the family 
fortunes were on the wane, forcing 
them to sell it to arch-rivals, the 
Medici, in 1549. (www.polomuseale.
firenze.it; Piazza Pitti 1)

PALAZZO VECCHIO
The traditional seat of government, 
Florence’s imposing fortress palace 
with its striking crenellations and 
94m-high tower was designed by 
Arnolfo di Cambio between 1298 
and 1314. (http://museicivicifiorentini.
comune.fi.it/en/palazzovecchio; Piazza 
della Signoria)

MUSEO DEL 
BARGELLO
The city's oldest public building 
safeguards Italy’s most comprehen-
sive collection of Tuscan Renais-
sance sculptures, including some of 
Michelangelo’s best early works. 
(www.polomuseale.firenze.it; Via del 
Proconsolo 4)

BASILICA DI 
SAN LORENZO
Considered one of the most harmo-
nious examples of Renaissance archi-
tecture, the basilica has never been 
finished – Michelangelo was commis-
sioned to design the facade in 1518 
but his design was never executed. 
(Piazza San Lorenzo)

Chiesa di Santa Trìnita (G9) Hidden behind an unassuming 
facade are some of the city’s fi nest 15th-century frescoes.

Giardino Bardini (L14) A quintessential Tuscan garden with 
grottos, an orangery, statues and fountains.

Vivoli (O9) Long-standing favourite gelaterie with a large 
selection.

Chiesa e Museo di Orsanmichele (K8) Medieval statues 
line this inspiring church occupying an old 
granary.

Ospedale degli Innocenti (O3) A Brunelleschi-designed 
loggia makes this 15th-century orphanage one of Florence’s 
fi nest Renaissance buildings.

Battistero di San Giovanni (K6) Octagonal structure with 
striking green-and-white marble exterior.

Palazzo Strozzi (H8) The last and most magnifi cent of the 
palaces built in the Renaissance.

Campanile (L6) Look down on the city from atop the 
Duomo’s 85m-high bell tower.

Piazzale Michelangelo (R15) See Florence unfurled from 
the city’s most spectacular vantage point.

4 Museo di Palazzo Davanzati is a 
14th-century warehouse residence with 
studded doors and central loggia.

8 Finish your walk at Hotel Continental's 
rooftop bar La Terrazza, which has a 
spectacular view of the Ponte Vecchio.

1 The construction of handsome Piazza 
della Repubblica entailed the demolition 
of a Jewish ghetto and produce market, 
and the relocation of nearly 6000 
residents. 

2 14th-century Chiesa e Museo di 
Orsanmichele was created when the 
arcades of a century-old grain market 
were walled in and two storeys added.

3 Florentines call the bronze statue of a 
wild boar in Mercato Nuovo ‘Il Porcellino’ 
(The Piglet) – rub its snout to ensure your 
return to Florence.

5 Enter the Chiesa di Santa Trinita to 
admire its chapels filled with some of the 
city’s finest frescoes.

HEART OF THE CITY 
Every visitor to Florence spends time 
navigating the cobbled medieval lanes 
that run between Via de’ Tornabuoni 
and Via del Proconsolo but few 
explore them thoroughly.

A RENAISSANCE TOUR
This greatest-hits tour crams a huge 
amount of culture into a very tight 
timeline – you’ll need to proceed at a 
cracking pace to see everything in four 
hours. Alternatively – and preferably – 
divide it over two days to ensure that 
you do all of the sights justice.

Take a Break: Stop for panini 
tartufati (truffl  e pâté rolls) and a 
glass of prosecco at Procacci (Via de’

2 Admire the facade of Palazzo Medici-
Ricciardi before heading inside to see 
Benozzo Gozzoli’s vivid frescoes in the 
Cappella dei Magi. 

3 See Michelangelo’s statue of David in 
the Galleria dell’Accademia. A powerful 
evocation of the humanist principles that 
underpinned the Renaissance, it lives up 
to its huge reputation.

7 Renaissance luminaries including 
Michelangelo, Machiavelli, Galileo and 
Ghiberti are buried in the Basilica di 
Santa Croce. Admire Giotto frescoes in 
the Cappella Bardi and Brunelleschi’s 
Cappella de’ Pazzi.

1 The Medicis commissioned a number 
of self-aggrandising monuments on 
San Lorenzo’s streets. The greatest is 
Cappelle Medicee, partly designed by 
Michelangelo; it contains three of his most 
magnificent sculptures.

6 Wander through Piazza della Signoria, 
viewing the sculptures under the Loggia 
dei Lanzi and visiting the Uffizi – repository 
of the world’s pre-eminent collection of 
Renaissance art.

4 Architectural historians credit the 
Brunelleschi-designed loggia on Ospedale 
degli Innocenti as one of the great 
triumphs of Renaissance architecture.

5 Head to the Duomo and climb to the 
top of its dome – another Brunelleschi 
masterpiece – to enjoy a 360-degree 
panorama over the city.
