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feature new-wave design 
flourishes; some rooms 
have private terraces and 
four-poster beds. There’s 
a well-regarded restau-
rant and an astoundingly 
lovely spa. Prices shown 
are high-season rates; 
rooms cost as little as 
€120 in winter.

 Can Talaias (%971 33 
57 42; www.hotelcantalaias.
com; Ctra Sant Carles–Cala 
Boix; d from €188; hApr-
Oct; aiWs) The 
former home of English 
actor Terry-Thomas, this 
agroturisme is located 
atop a hill surrounded 
by pine forests and with 
views over the sea. A 
stay here is all about 
peace and relaxing in the 
gardens.

 Can Curreu (%971 33 
52 80; www.cancurreu.com; 
Carretera de Sant Carles 

Km 12; d incl breakfast from 
€275; aiWs) Above 
terraces of almond trees, 
this much modified 
Ibizan farmstead has ex-
quisitely decorated and 
furnished rooms. Room 
rates include access to 
the relaxing spa with its 
multiple facilities.

 Can Planells (%971 33 
49 24; www.canplanells.
com; Carrer de Venda Rubió 
2; d incl breakfast €175-220, 
ste €220-300; aWs) 
This country mansion 
near Sant Miquel exudes 
relaxed rural luxury in 
its handful of tastefully 
arranged doubles and 
suites (the best have 
private terraces). Farm-
fresh produce makes 
breakfast a bit special.

 Es Pas (%687 807819; 
www.espasformentera.com; 
Cami des Arenals; r from 

€170; aiWs) Close to 
Formentera’s Es Caló bay, 
this rural hotel enjoys a 
peaceful location, and has 
a fine pool and gardens, 
perfect for zoning out 
with a book. You can stroll 
to both north- and south- 
coast beaches from here.

 Ca Sa Vilda Marge 
(%971 33 32 34; www.
casavildamarge.com; 
Carretera de Portinatx; incl 
breakfast s €98-139, d €149-
169, f €259; aiWs) 
This petite rural guest-
house is a little slice of 
heaven, with owners who 
really aim to please. The 
quiet rooms are done out 
in natural hues, floaty 
drapes, beams and ex-
posed stone. It’s located 
2km off the main C733 
towards Portinatx.

Rural Hotels 
Best

 There are around 30 rural hotels (agroturisme) in 
Ibiza and a couple in Formentera – most are con-
verted farmhouses. Because the islands are very 
small, none are particularly remote. For tranquil-
lity and escapism they can’t be beat, though this 
does come at a considerable cost.

  Can Xuxu (www.canxuxu.com; Crta Sant Josep–Cala Tarida 
Km 4; r from €140; naiWs) The owner Alex and 
his staff really make this place, doting on guests and 
preparing homemade food and drinks. There’s a lovely, 
very private pool area. Book one of the converted 
Javan teak houses for an utterly memorable stay.

 Can Pere (%971 19 66 00; www.canpereibiza.com; r from 
€165; aiWs) Boasts an astonishing hilltop location 
surrounded by pine woods, with magnificent vistas 
from its pool – you can really relax here. Rooms and 
suites are tastefully presented and there’s a fine in-
house restaurant.

 Can Lluc (%971 19 86 73; www.canlluc.com; Ctra Sant 
Rafel–Santa Agnès Km 2; d incl breakfast from €371; 
naiWs) In Ibiza’s isolated northwest, this 
beautifully appointed rural hotel offers total tranquil-
lity. There are wonderful grounds, with Bali beds 
around the pool. Service is attentive and there’s a 
good restaurant.

 Can Pujolet (%971 80 51 70; www.canpujolet.com; Santa 
Inés; r €160-290, apt €380-490; aWs) Swap partying 
for pin-drop peace at dreamy Can Pujolet, 4km north-
west of Sant Mateu. Rooms play up simple luxury 
with exposed stone and terraces rising from the olive 
groves. The property’s organic fruit and veg end up 
on the dinner table.

 Atzaró (%971 33 88 38; www.atzaro.com; Crta Sant Joan Km 
15; d €390-440, ste €510-810; aWs) Combining Japa-
nese Zen with tribal Africa and farmhouse Ibiza, Atzaró 
is the ultimate in rural luxury. Its stunning rooms 
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 Port Area (p28)
 Formerly a fisher’s quarter, 
the whitewashed houses 
and narrow lanes of Ibiza 
Town’s Port Area are today 
replete with stylish bars 
and hip boutiques, and 
include a gay village.

 Botafoc & Talamanca  
(p32)
 On the north side of Ibiza 
Town is the natural habitat 
of the island’s high roll-
ers, with a millionaire’s 
marina, the fine beach of 
Talamanca and restaurants 
galore.

 Puig de Missa (p52)
 A fortified hilltop above 
the town of Santa 
Eulària des Riu, Puig de 
Missa contains a beautiful 
13th-century church, an 
ethnographic museum 
and sweeping vistas of the 
east coast.

 Dalt Vila (p24)
 A focal point for the whole island, the spectacular walled enclave of Dalt Vila 
occupies the high ground in Ibiza Town and contains a roster of cultural sights.
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 Platja d’en Bossa to Platja de ses Salines  131

the coast south for 3km, 
passing deserted rocky 
coves. The path doesn’t 
stray more than 50m or 
so from the coast, so it’s 
impossible to get lost.

4  Es Cavallet
 You eventually emerge at 
Es Cavallet (p107 ) beach, 
close to La Escollera 
restaurant. There’s little 
shade ahead, so consider 
taking a break here. Next 
up it’s a straight walk 
south along the shore. The 
southern end of the beach 
is very popular with gay 
visitors, and has a good 
restaurant: Chiringay.

5  Punta de ses 
Portes
 Beyond Chiringay the 
shoreline is rocky as you 
approach the Punta de 
ses Portes, the island’s 
southernmost point. 
There’s a tiny cove here 
ringed by fisher’s huts, 
and amazing views 
over the sea south to 
Formentera. Guarding 
this point is the Torre 
de ses Portes (p103 ), 
another landmark 
defence tower.

6  Platja de ses 
Salines
 From the tower, you can 
return up the western 

side of this narrow pen-
insula towards Platja de 
ses Salines (p103 ). You’ll 
pass several tiny coves 
and rocky outcrops. 
Salines beach is Ibiza’s  

  premier place to pose, so 
you’ll encounter several 
places popular with the 
beautiful crowd. There’s 
a bus stop at the north 
end of the beach.

2 The Walk
 This southern Ibizan walk cuts through a diverse 
landscape that takes in three of the island’s best 
beaches and wooded hills, and fringes some salt 
flats. There are a couple of landmark defence tow-
ers to admire along the way, and the sea views are 
simply outstanding as you’re never more than a few 
steps from the coast. People-watching is superb as 
both Salines and Cavallet attract more than their fair 
share of famous faces and flamboyant characters. In 
the summer, early morning or late afternoon are the 
best times to do this walk as there’s very little shade 
once you’re south of the pine woods.

Start South end of Platja d’en Bossa

5 Take a Break
 Es Cavallet and Platja de ses Salines both have three 
beachside chiringuitos. On Salines,  Sa Trinxa (p110)
is our favourite. Over on Es Cavallet,  La Escollera 
(p110) is great for seafood, while barefoot chic  El 
Chiringuito (p92) and   Chiringay (chiringay.com; 
snacks €7-10, meals €16-30; h10am-10pm May-Oct) both 
offer healthy menus.

1  Platja d’en 
Bossa
 The southernmost part 
of Platja d’en Bossa 
(p107 ) is by far the most 
attractive stretch of this 
popular tourist beach, 
with large sand dunes 
and limited tourist devel-
opment. On the eastern 
side of Bossa are some 
salt pans, and there are 
fine views back along the 
coast to Ibiza Town.

2  Torre de Sal 
Rossa
 At the extreme southern 
point of Plajta d’en 
Bossa, this conical 
defence tower was 
constructed in the 16th 
century to safeguard the 
island’s salt trade. The 
bay just below, Cala de 
sa Sal Rossa (Pink Salt 
Cove), was a tiny port 
until the 19th century. 
Rowing boats loaded 
with salt would shuttle 
back and forth to cargo 
ships anchored offshore.

3  Pine Woods
 This next section of the 
walk offers some shade 
and leaves the tourism 
of Ibiza behind. From 
the tower a path climbs 
up the pine-forested 
hills. This well-defined, 
undulating track parallels
