Down on the water-
front, act like a long-
shoreman and mosey 
into this old art-deco 
pub (p66). Despite 
being afflicted by an 
infectious rash of 1990s 
turquoise tiles and cor-
rugated iron, ‘the Telly’ 
still has boat-loads of 
charm.

5 Customs  
House Hotel
Across the road from 
Parliament House, the 
sandstone Customs 
House Hotel (p53) is 
in a prime waterfront 
position. Resisting the 
urge to hipster-fy itself, 
it’s a determinedly old-
school spot for a beer.

6 The Whaler
Formerly the much-
adored Knopwoods 
Retreat, The Whaler 
(p64) is doing its best 
not to annoy anyone 
who might consider 
venturing back here 

after the name change. 
Uncomplicated and 
open-to-all-comers, 
it’s something of an 
anomaly on slick Sala-
manca Place.

7 Shipwright’s 
Arms Hotel
When the Sydney to 
Hobart Yacht Race fleet 
sweeps into Hobart just 
prior to New Year’s Eve, 
most of the yachties 
end up at ‘Shippies 
(p108)’ – a classic back-
street Battery Point 
boozer that’s been here 
since 1846. Whose 
shout?

2 The Walk
Some cities in the world are great drinking cit-
ies (Dublin, Wellington, New Orleans, Buenos 
Aires …), and some cities just aren’t (LA, Dubai, 
Singapore, Kuala Lumpur …). Lucky for you, 
Hobart falls squarely into the former category –  
a hard-drinking town that’s been three sheets to 
the wind since the days of rum-addled soldiers 
in the barracks and sea-soaked whalers in the 
waterfront pubs. Many of the town’s most atmos-
pheric old boozers are still here: time to bend an 
elbow in a few.

5 Take a Break
Nothing goes together quite as well as beer and 
pizza. Well, beer and curry, maybe …  But for a fab 
Italian disc nearing the end of your pub crawl, try 
Battery Point’s Ristorante Da Angelo (p104).

1 New  
Sydney Hotel 
You have to applaud the 
confidence: Hobart’s 
colonists may have 
viewed their city as the 
new version of Sydney, 
but it was never going 
to be as big. Revel in 
Hobart’s ‘boutique’ 
scale at this atmos-
pheric city pub (p36), 
with open fires, excel-
lent beers and plenty of 
quiet corners in which 
to pursue the lost art of 
conversation.

2 Brunswick Hotel
The Brunswick Hotel 
(p37) harks back 
to 1827 – allegedly 
Australia’s second-
oldest pub. A savvy 
architectural makeover 
exposes key bones in 
its old stone skeleton. 
Backpackers aplenty at 
the bar.

3 Hope & Anchor 
If the Brunswick is 
Australia’s second-
oldest pub, the Hope 
& Anchor (p37) is the 
oldest! Licenced since 
1807, if the walls here 
could talk it’d be a hel-
luva loud conversation.

Best 
Walks
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Getting 
Around
Bicycle
There are a number of 
bike-hire outlets around 
the city: it’s a handy, 
affordable option if the 
weather is looking good 
and you don’t mind sweat-
ing it out on a hill or three.

Bus
The local bus network is 
operated by Metro Tas-
mania (%13 22 01; www.
metrotas.com.au), which is 
reliable but infrequent 
outside of business hours.

 The Metro Shop (22 
Elizabeth St, Hobart; h8am-
6pm Mon-Fri, 9.30am-2pm 
Sat) handles ticketing and 
enquiries: most buses 
depart from this section 
of Elizabeth St, or from 
nearby Franklin Sq.

 One-way cash ticket 
prices vary with the 
number of zones trav-
elled: one zone $3.30, 
two zones $4.60, or all 
zones $6.90. Fares into 
non-urban zones are 
additional to these costs.

 Buy a rechargeable 
Greencard in store or 
online from the  Metro 
Shop for a 20% discount 
on regular fares.

 One-way tickets can be 
bought from the Metro 
Shop, the driver (exact 
change required), or 
ticket agents (newsa-

Car & Motorcycle 
This is the best way to 
explore Hobart. There 
are no toll roads here, 
but the CBD’s one-way 
system can be a bit mind-
boggling.

Rental
The big-boy rental firms 
have airport desks and 
city offices. Cheaper 
local firms offer daily 
rental rates from as low 
as $30. Note that some 
companies don’t allow 
you to take their cars 
onto Bruny Island: ask 
when you book.

Parking
Timed, metered parking 
predominates in the CBD 
and tourist areas such 
as Salamanca Place and 
the waterfront. Parking 
inspectors here have a 
sixth sense – don’t even 
think about overstaying! 
For longer-term parking, 
large CBD car parks 
(clearly signposted) offer 
reasonable rates.

Taxi
Hobart’s taxi services 
pick up the slack from the 
bus network, with ranks 
in key areas such as 
Salamanca Place, North 
Hobart and the CBD. Or 
you can book one over 
the phone or online.

 Uber (www.uber.com) 
also operates in Hobart.

Walking 
 Downtown Hobart is a 

compact area: if you’re 
only here for a short 
time and aren’t exploring 
beyond the CBD, Battery 
Point and waterfront, 

 If staying in West or 
North Hobart, Sandy Bay 
or beyond, you may be in 
for a long trudge back to 
your bed. Do some plan-
ning before you decide to 
rely on the soles of your 
feet to get around.

Arriving in 
Hobart
Hobart Airport
In an irony that doesn’t 
elude the locals, Hobart’s 
‘international’ airport 
(%03 6216 1600; www.
hobartairport.com.au; 
Strachan St, Cambridge) 
has only domestic flights 
(perhaps we should 
commend the opti-
mism?). The airport is at 
Cambridge, 19km east of 
the city.

 Services are operated 
by Qantas (www.qantas.
com.au), Virgin Australia 
(www.virginaustralia.com.au), 
Jetstar (www.jetstar.com.
au) and Tiger Air (www.
tigerair.com.au), with direct 

Sydney, Brisbane and 
sometimes Canberra.

 There’s no public trans-
port to Hobart Airport.

 Many visitors to Hobart 
rent a car: rental desks 
proliferate in the airport 
terminal.

 A taxi into the city will 
cost around $50 and take 
about 20 minutes.

 Pre-booked Hobart 
Airporter (%1300 385 
511; www.airporterhobart.
com.au; one-way adult/

child $19/14, return $35/25) 
shuttle buses meet every 

door-to-door.

Devonport Ferry 
Terminal 
If you’re arriving by ferry 
from Melbourne aboard 
the Spirit of Tasmania 
(%03 6421 7209, 1800 634 
906; www.spiritoftasmania.
com.au), the big red 
boat spits you out in 
Devonport on Tasmania’s 
northwest coast. It’s a 
3¼-hour drive from here 
to Hobart.

Bus Stations
There are two main 
intrastate bus companies 
operating here – Redline 
Coaches (%1300 360 
000; www.redlinecoaches.
com.au; 230 Liverpool St, 
Hobart; h8am-6pm) and 
Tassielink (%1300 300 
520; www.tassielink.com.au; 
64 Brisbane St, Hobart).

Main Access Roads
 From the airport, east 

coast or Tasman Pen-
insula, the approach to 
the city is via the Tasman 
Bridge (A3).

 From the north (eg 
from the car ferry), the 
view of the city from the 
high-point of the Brooker 
Hwy (Hwy 1) will give you 
a good sense of the lay of 
the land.

 From the south, the 
approach is via the steep 
Southern Outlet (A6) 
road which spits you out 
in South Hobart.

Arriving in Hobart
A From Hobart Airport
Hobart’s ‘international’ airport is at 
Cambridge, 19km east of the city. Many 
visitors to the city rent a car (there are many 
rental desks in the airport terminal). A taxi 
into the city will cost around $50 and take 
about 20 minutes. Pre-booked shuttle buses 
(adult/child $19/14) with Hobart Airporter 
(www.airporterhobart.com.au) meet every 
flight and deliver you to city hotels.

N From Devonport Ferry Terminal 
If you’re arriving by ferry from Melbourne, the 
big red boat spits you out in Devonport on 
Tasmania’s northwest coast. It’s a 3¼-hour 
drive from here to Hobart.

Getting Around
K Car & Motorcycle 
The quickest way to get around. Competition 
keeps car-rental prices reasonable.

K Taxi
Hop from venue to venue.

Q Walking
Explore the city centre, waterfront and 
Battery Point under your own steam.

H Bicycle
Hobart is hilly but super-scenic from the seat 
of a bike.

J Bus
Use Hobart’s clean, affordable public 
transport if you must, but services can be 
infrequent, especially after dark and on 
weekends.

Best Parks &

Royal Tasmanian

Fourteen gorgeous 
hectares of immaculate 
lawns, exotic plant col-
lections, greenhouses, 
fountains and ancient 
trees, some dating back 
to the late 1800s. (p79)

Princes Park Where 
once stood Battery 
Point’s namesake gun 
battery is now this lovely 
park, with a fab kids’ 
playground and lawns 
sloping down towards 
the river. (p99)

Cenotaph The Ceno-
taph itself is a towering 
war memorial, but the 
lawns surrounding 
it give Hobartians a 
much needed sense of 
wide-open space. (p80;

Parks, Gardens & 
Viewpoints

Best

It’s a legacy, perhaps, of Hobart’s colonial his-
tory that this isn’t what you’d call a ‘leafy city’. 
The wilderness was the enemy in the 1800s: 
the only thing trees were good for was cutting 

this clear-felling attitude is that there are some 
beautiful, manicured parks and gardens here 
(reproducing old England was conceptually 
easier for the colonists to handle). There are 

from which to eyeball this pretty city and it’s 
ever-changing river and mountain.

Points of View
Hobart is so darn scenic, it’s almost a prerequisite 
for houses to have a view of some sort: the river, 
the mountain, maybe both. With the notable 
exception of Sydney, most mainland Australian 
cities are aesthetically impoverished by compari-
son. Formal vantage points with pay-per-view bin-
oculars, hotdog vans and oceans of car parking 
don’t exist here: it’s more a case of just driving 
around and seeing what you can see. There are 
views everywhere!

You won’t find it in any tourist brochures, but 
for a classic view of Hobart and the Derwent 
River with the hulking mass of Kunanyi/Mt 
Wellington in the background, drive up to the 
local-secret lookout atop Rosy Hill on Hobart’s 
eastern shore. The local council thoughtfully lops 
the tops off any trees that dare impede the view. 
To get here, cross the Tasman Bridge, head for 
Rosny, turn right at the lights onto Riawena Rd 
and follow the signs.

Worth  
a Trip

Kunanyi/Mt 
Wellington is 
irrefutably big, but 
if the summit is 
clouded over and 
you’re still looking 
for a view, the old 
semaphore station 
atop Mt Nelson 
(352m) provides 
immaculate views 
over Hobart and 
the Derwent River. 
Drive up Davey St 
from the city, take 
the Southern Outlet 
towards Kingston 
and turn left at 
the top of the hill. 
Local buses 457, 
458 and X58 also 
come here.
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View from Kunanyi/Mt Wellington (p118)
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is now considered by 
LGBTIQ rights groups to 
have greater equality in 
criminal law for homo-
sexual and heterosexual 
people than most other 
Australian states. But 
beyond the law, a lack of 
discrimination outside 
of urban centres should 
never be assumed.

 Hobart has one 
gay bar – Flamingos 
Dance Bar (%03 6294 
6173; www.facebook.com/

Hobart

 Backed by towering Kunanyi/Mt Wellington, Hobart is 
a harbour city where the world rushes in on the tide. 
Down on the waterfront, old pubs sit alongside new craft-
beer bars, myriad restaurants, cafes, museums … all of 
it washed with sea-salty charm and a sense of history.
