Party boys cruise over to 440 
Castro afterwards, while mixed straight/
gay/male/female crowds clink glasses at 
Blackbird.

 Lunch La Taqueria makes the defi ni-
tive Mission burrito (p 142 ).

 Dinner Early walk-ins may score sensa-
tional small plates at Frances (p 166 ).

 Day Four
 Russian Hill (p 115 )

 M Grab a leather strap on the Powell-
Hyde cable car and hold on: you’re 

in for hills and thrills. Hop off  at Vallejo to 
follow stairway walks and side streets to 
four literary locations: hilltop Ina Cool-
brith Park, named after San Francisco’s 
over-the-top romantic poet; shady Macon-
dray Lane, the backdrop for Armistead 
Maupin’s Tales of the City; Russell St, 
where Jack Kerouac wrote On the Road in 
an attic; and Sterling Park, where sweep-
ing bay views inspired SF’s original ‘King 
of Bohemia.’

 The Piers (p 52 )

 R Cover the waterfront, beginning 
with newly restored underwater 

murals and mosaics at Aquatic Park 
Bathhouse. You can save the world from 
Space Invaders at Musée Mécanique, or 
enter underwater stealth mode inside a 
real WWII submarine: USS Pampanito. 
Watch sea lions cavort at Pier 39, then fol-
low your rumbling stomach to the Ferry 
Building.

 Alcatraz (p 52 )

 N To end the evening with shivers, 
don’t miss the boat for the night tour 

of Alcatraz. Once you return to freedom, 
hop on the vintage F-Market line street-
car to celebrate your great San Francisco 
escape with bubbly at Waterbar.

 Lunch Za (p 124 ) features cornmeal-
crusted pizza and Anchor Steam beer.

 Dinner Try the local oysters and Dunge-
ness crab at the Ferry Building (p 86 ).
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
