MUST-SEE HIGHLIGHTS

Shànghǎi History Museum (O6) Housed in the Oriental 
Pearl TV Tower basement, this informative museum 
contains a fun presentation on old Shànghǎi.

Site of the 1st National Congress of the CCP (H11) 
Certainly not the most enthralling attraction, but a must for 
political history buff s. Passport required.

Dàjìng Pavilion (K10) Dating from 1815, this pavilion 
contains the only preserved section of the 5km-
long city walls. 

Shànghǎi Gallery of Art (M7) Neat and minimalist (and 
free) Bund art gallery for highbrow and conceptual 
Chinese art.

Shànghǎi Post Museum (K4) Surprisingly interesting, 
with great views. Located in the stunning Main Post Offi  ce 
building. Admission free.

Former Residence of Mao Zedong (D10) Traditional 
shíkùmén (stonegate house) architecture and 
Mao memorabilia. Passport required, but it's 
free to get in.

Amy Lin’s Pearls (F8) High-quality saltwater and 
freshwater pearls at unbeatable prices.

M1NT (K7) This exclusive penthouse lounge is the ultimate 
see-and-be-seen destination.

Peninsula Spa (L5) A beautiful and indulgent spa, elegantly 
styled with a 1930s Chinese deco theme.

Fùxīng Park (F12) Once known as French Park, Fùxīng Park 
is an excellent spot for early-morning taichi classes.

Lóngwǔ Kung Fu Center (D10) Coaches from Shànghǎi’s 
martial-arts teams give classes in Chinese, Japanese and 
Korean martial arts.

French Concession (C13) Leafy backstreets and rich 
architecture provide a backdrop for inspiring walks.

Riverside Promenade (N6) Hands down the 
best stroll in Pǔdōng. with splendid views to 
the Bund across the Huángpǔ River.

Jian Guo 328 (C16) A tight squeeze but also crammed with 
Shanghainese fl avour.

Mr & Mrs Bund (L6) Re-imagined French fare, discounted 
postmidnight meals, bingo nights and a quirky atmosphere.

Jade Buddha Temple Vegetarian Restaurant (A5) Pull up 
a seat alongside the monks, nuns and lay worshippers for a 
meat-free feast.

Yunnan Road Food Street (J9) Unpretentious, 
regional Chinese restaurants make this the spot 
to head after museum-hopping.

Jìng’ān Temple (A10) Both the oldest and newest temple in 
Shànghǎi; an incongruous, shimmering mirage amid West 
Nanjing Rd’s soaring skyscrapers.

Confucius Temple (L12) Peaceful shrine to the dictum-
coining sage in the absorbing Old Town neighbourhood.

Hongkew Methodist Church (L3) Where Song Meiling 
married General Chiang Kaishek in 1927.

Temple of the Town God (M10) A revamped 
shrine to the Taoist gods who keep the 
populace of Shànghǎi from harm.

GETTING AROUND

Metro The rapidly expanding 
metro and light railway system 
is fast, effi  cient and inexpensive. Rush hour on the metro, 
however, operates at overcapacity.

Taxis Ubiquitous and cheap, but fl agging one down during 
rush hour or during a rainstorm requires staying power.

Bus Routes are wide-ranging but confusing, and it’s hard to 
squeeze aboard during the crush hour. Buses also have to 
contend with Shànghǎi’s traffi  c, which can slow to a crawl.

Bicycles Good for crossing neighbourhoods, but distances 
are too colossal for eff ective transport about town.

Walking This is only really possible within neighbourhoods, 
and even then the distances can be epic and tiring.

The Transport Card is a handy smartcard for use on the 
metro, in taxis, on most buses and on some ferries. You 
won't save money, but you will be spared queuing or 
hunting for change. A refundable deposit of ¥20 is required. 
Buy Transport Cards or top up credit at the service counter 
in metro stations and at convenience stores and banks.

Plastic tickets can also be used on the metro, and you can 
use cash on buses (drop coins into the slot on entering or 
pay the conductor) and in taxis. The taxi driver will ask if you 
want to use cash (xiànjīn) or a card (kǎ).

NORTH BUND

1TOP SIGHTS kWALKING TOUR

1 Broadway Mansions was built as an 
exclusive art deco apartment block in 
1934, but its commanding vantage point 
made it a favourite of military officers.

7 Restored buildings along 
Yuanmingyuan Rd include the Lyceum 
Building (1927), the multidenominational 
Missions Building (1924), the lovely 
YWCA Building (1932) and the red-brick 
Yuanmingyuan Apartments.

4 The Former British Consulate was 
one of the first foreign buildings to go up 
in 1852, though it was destroyed in a fire 
and replaced with the current structure 
in 1873. 

2 The Astor House Hotel was established 
in 1846 as the Richards Hotel and was 
one of Shànghǎi’s most prestigious hotels 
during the golden years.

5 South Suzhou Rd is filled with 
heritage buildings including the Church 
Apartments (1899), the Romanesque-
style Union Church (1886) and the 
Former Shànghǎi Rowing Club (1905).

6 Yuanmingyuan Rd was once home to 
several buildings that served as both 
warehouses and office space shared by 
traders and missionaries, such as the 
1932 China Baptist Publication Society 
at No 187.

3 Wàibáidù Bridge was China’s first steel 
bridge. An earlier bridge levied a toll to 
cross. Foreigners could pay on credit, but 
not the Chinese, and it became a symbol 
of foreign oppression.
