Subway Tokyo’s subway system is indispensable for 
moving around the city. Trips are reasonably priced (mostly 
between ¥160 and ¥210) and frequent. Plan your journey at 
www.tokyometro.jp/en or www.kotsu.metro.tokyo.jp.

Train Japan Railways (JR) Yamanote (loop) and Chūō and 
Sōbu (central) lines run from 5am to midnight.

Bus Tickets are ¥210 for an adult fare. Pasmo cards can be 
used on the buses.

Taxi Tokyo taxis feature white-gloved drivers and doilies on 
the seats. Fares start at ¥730; clock up ¥90 for every 280m 
or two minutes in traffi  c jams.

Moving around Tokyo is simpler with a Pasmo store-value 
card. Available at subway stations, it will work on virtually 
all trains and buses in Tokyo. With an initial purchase price 
of ¥1000 (plus ¥500 deposit), you can then replenish at 
stations. When you return your card at a station offi  ce you’ll 
be refunded the ¥500 deposit, minus ¥210 service fee.

An alternative is the Tokyo Metro 24-Hour Ticket for subway 
lines. It costs ¥600 for unlimited travel; tickets can be 
purchased at any subway stations.
