Why Go?

Since the fall of communism in 1989 and the opening up of
Central and Eastern Europe, Prague has evolved into one of
Europe’s most popular travel destinations.

Outside the capital, in
the provinces of Bohemia and Moravia, castles and palaces
abound - including the audacious hilltop chateau at Cesky
Krumlov - which illuminate the stories of powerful dynas-
ties whose influence was felt throughout Europe. Olomouc,
the historic capital of Moravia to the east, boasts much of
the beauty of Prague without the crowds.
