IM Pei’s glass pyramid is your compass point
to enter the labyrinthine Louvre.

This cultural
neighbourhood is also home to the world’s
largest Monet collection at the Musée
Marmottan-Monet, contemporary instal-
lations at the Palais de Tokyo, and Asian
treasures at the Musée Guimet. Sunset is
the best time to ascend the Eiffel Tower,
to experience both the dizzying views dur-
ing daylight and then the glittering la ville
lumiere (the City of Light) by night.
