Ginza & Marunouchi
Marunouchi is home 
to the Imperial Palace 
and a high-powered 
business district, 
while Ginza is the 
city’s centre of luxury.

Roppongi & Akasaka
Enjoy some of the 
city’s best nightlife 
in Roppongi. To the 
northeast, Akasaka 
has a more upmarket 
feel.

Shibuya & Harajuku
The heart of Tokyo’s 
street fashion and 
youth culture.

Shinjuku
A whole city within 
the city. Much of what 
makes Tokyo tick is here, 
crammed into one busy 
district.
