Dublinia & the Viking World (H9) An interactive recreation 
of the original settlement.

John Mulligan’s (N6) This brilliant old boozer has barely 
changed since its establishment in 1782.

Brazen Head (F8) Dublin’s oldest pub, 
established 1198.

Old Jameson Distillery (F6) Devoted to uisce beatha (ish-
kuh ba-ha, ‘the water of life’); that’s Irish Gaelic for whiskey.

Teeling Distillery (F11) New distillery with a hands-on guide 
to how whiskey is made.

John Mulligan’s (N6) Perfect setting for a perfect pint of 
Guinness.

Walshe’s (E5) As pure a traditional drinking 
experience as you’ll have in any pub in Dublin.

Cow’s Lane Designer Mart (B14) A real market for hipsters, 
with more than 60 clothing, accessory and craft stalls.

Temple Bar Food Market (D13) The city’s best open-air 
food market.

Moore Street Market (L4) Open-air ‘Old Dublin’ market, 
with fruit, fi sh and fl owers.

Dublin Food Co-op (F12) Superb locally run 
market in the heart of the Liberties.

Leinster House (O10) A magnifi cent mansion, built by 
Richard Cassels, now home to the Oireachtas (parliament).

Custom House (O5) James Gandon announced his arrival 
in Dublin with this architectural stunner.

Four Courts (G7) The home of the highest courts in the 
land, a joint eff ort of Thomas Cooley and James Gandon.

Powerscourt Townhouse Shopping Centre 
(L9) Once home to the third Viscount 
Powerscourt, this beautiful building by Robert 
Mack is now a popular shopping centre.

Workman’s Club (D13) A great spot for left-of-centre live 
music, from electronica to alt rock and beardy folk music.

Whelan’s (K12) The spiritual home of the singer-
songwriter; you can get up close and personal at this 
terrifi cally intimate venue. 

Vicar Street (F9) A mid-size venue that generally hosts 
soul, folk and foreign music.

Bus Useful for getting to the 
west side of the city and the suburbs.

Bicycle The city's rent-and-ride Dublinbikes scheme is the 
ideal way to cover ground quickly.

DART Suburban rail network that runs along the eastern 
edge of the city along Dublin Bay.

Luas A two-line light-rail transport system that links the city 
centre with southern suburbs.

Taxi Easily recognised by light-green-and-blue 'taxi' sign on 
door; can be hailed or found at ranks in the city centre.

Walking Dublin's city centre is compact, fl at and walkable – 
it's less than 2km from one end of the city centre to the other.

The Leap Card (www.leapcard.ie) is a smart card sold in 
newsagents. Once you register online, you can top it up with 
whatever amount you need. When you board a bus, Luas or 
suburban train, swipe your card; the fare – usually 20% less 
than a cash fare – is automatically deducted.

DART train passes include the following:

Adult All Day Rail (one/three days €11.40/26.50) Valid for 
unlimited travel on DART and suburban rail travel.

Family All Day Rail (€20) Valid for one day for a family of 
two adults and two children aged under 16 on rail services.

Dublin Airport Buses to the city run every 10 to 15 minutes, 
6am to midnight; taxis (€25) take around 45 minutes.

Dun Laoghaire ferry terminal DART (one-way €3.25) to 
Pearse Station or Connolly Station; bus 46A to St Stephen’s 
Green, or bus 7, 7A or 8 to Burgh Quay.

ST STEPHEN’S GREEN
When watching assorted groups of 
friends, lovers and individuals enjoy

NATIONAL 
GALERY 
One of London’s most visited 
attractions, the British Museum 
(founded in 1753) is an exhaustive 
and exhilarating parade through 
world cltures, with galleries devoted

CHRIST CHURCH 
CATHEDRAL 
Flying buttresses and notable tombs 
are the standout features of this 
hilltop cathedral, the oldest in Dublin. 
It was built by the Normans on the 
site of an even older Viking church.

CHESTER BEATTY 
LIBRARY
This extraordinary collection, so lov-
ingly and expertly gathered by New 
York mining magnate Alfred Chester 
Beatty – a man of exceedingly good 
taste – is breathtakingly beautiful 
and virtually guaranteed to impress.

GUINNESS 
STOREHOUSE
More than any other beer, Guinness 
has transcended its own brand and 
is not just the best-known symbol 
of Dublin but a substance with near-

S Market St; g21A, 51B, 78, 78A or 123 
from Fleet St, jSt James’s)

NATIONAL GALLERY
The National Gallery’s art collection 
is an impressive history of art from 
six centuries, spread across 54 sepa-
rate galleries, including a beautiful 
new wing with a terrific cafe. (www.
nationalgallery.ie; W Merrion Sq; g7 & 44 
from city centre)

GRAFTON STREET
A stroll up pedestrianised Grafton 
St is always warranted, if only to 
observe the perambulations of 
Dubliners of every distinction, from 
distracted lovers to bag-laden 
shoppers. (gall city centre)

DUBLIN CASTLE
The stronghold of British power in 
Ireland for 700 years is principally an 
18th-century creation that is more 
hotch-potch palace than turreted 
castle. (www.dublincastle.ie; Dame St; 
gall city centre)

TRINITY COLLEGE
This calm retreat is not just Ireland’s 
most prestigious university, but a 
throwback to the days when a univer-
sity education was the preserve of a 
tiny elite who were passionate about 
the importance of philosophy and 
empire. (www.tcd.ie; College Green; 
gall city centre)

NATIONAL MUSEUM 
OF IRELAND
The artefacts of a nation can be 
found in this eminent institution, 
which opened in 1890. The collection 
has grown somewhat since, and is 
now split across three separate build-
ings – Archaeology, Decorative Arts 
& History and Natural History.

ST PATRICK’S 
CATHEDRAL
This is one of Dublin’s earliest Chris-
tian sites, where St Paddy reputedly 
rolled up his sleeves and dunked the 
heathen Irish into a well, giving them 
a shot at salvation. (www.stpatricks
cathedral.ie; St Patrick’s Close; g50, 50A 
or 56A from Aston Quay, 54 or 54A from

3 Sink a pint of plain (Guinness) at 
atmospheric Kehoe’s (9 South Anne St), a 
must-stop for all visitors to Dublin.

4 Find a spot out the front of Bruxelles 
(7-8 Harry St): the statue of Thin Lizzy’s 
Phil Lynott testifies to the bar’s reputa-
tion as a great spot for rock music.

5 In the basement of the Powerscourt 
Townhouse Centre is Pygmalion (59 South 
William St), a favourite haunt of cool kids.

1 In the always excellent Anseo (18 Lower 
Camden St), hipsters rub shoulders with 
the hoi polloi and everyone toe-taps to 
the great bag of DJ tunes.

7 Next stop is the handsome No Name 
Bar (3 Fade St), which occupies the 
upstairs floor of an old town house.

8 Hogan’s (35 South Great George’s St) 
has been a popular Dublin watering hole 
for longer than most of its clientele has 
been alive.

2 Become a character in Mad Men at the 
whiskey bar at the back of 37 Dawson St.

DUBLIN CRAWL  
If there’s one constant about life in 
Dublin, it’s that Dubliners will always 
take a drink. And we suspect that 
exploring the city’s pubs and bars is one 
of the reasons you’re in town. Note that 
bars and pubs usually close at 11.30pm 
Monday to Thursday, 12.30am Friday 
and Saturday, and 11pm Sunday.
