 Round up    taxi fares to the nearest note; tip 

waiters 10% to 15%, porters Dh5 to Dh10 and 
valets Dh5. 

Arriving in Dubai
 Taxis and the Dubai metro are both con-
venient modes of transport to/from the 
airport. Buses are slower and complicated 
to  negotiate. If you are staying at a four- or 
five-star hotel, check if it offers airport 
transfers.

A At the Airport
 Dubai International Airport The arrivals 
hall has ATMs and currency-exchange out-
lets, plus car hire and a tourist information 
desk. There are several restaurants in the 
departure lounges as well as a large duty-
free store (there’s also one in Arrivals) and 
shops. The nearest hotel, Dubai Inter national, 
has one location on the arrivals level in 
Terminal 1 and another on levels five and six 
in Terminal 3. 

 Getting Around
 Most visitors get around town by taxi. Note 
that cabbies navigate not by addresses but 
by landmarks (such as malls, big hotels, 
beaches etc). Check a map beforehand 
and try to be as precise as possible. The 
Dubai metro is an inexpensive, speedy and 
comfortable mode of transport. Buses offer 
good coverage but are slow and have baffling 
timetables. 

Before hopping aboard public transport, you 
must purchase a rechargeable Nol card from 
ticket offices and vending machines in metro 
stations and some bus stations. Check www.
nol.ae for the full scoop.

m Metro
 The high-tech Red and Green Lines link all 
major sights, attractions and neighbourhoods 
between 5.30am and midnight Saturday to 
Wednesday (until 2am Thursday and Friday).

K Taxi
 Convenient, metered, fairly inexpensive and 
fast (except during rush-hour), taxis can be 
flagged down or boarded at ranks at shop-
ping malls and hotels.

N Boat
 Abras (traditional wooden ferries) cross 
the Dubai Creek. The Dubai Ferry and water 
buses are good for sightseeing. 

U Tram
 The Dubai Tram was launched in December 
2014 and trundles along Al Sufouh Rd be-
tween Dubai Media City and Dubai Marina.

J Bus
 Buses can be overcrowded and slow, 
although long-distance buses generally 
have direct routes and are adequately 
comfortable.

Gold Souq (p24)
  For a shot of Arabian Nights 
flair, plunge into this charmingly 
chaotic warren of souqs shaded 
by a wooden lattice roof and 
teeming with dazzling jewellery 
and gems.

Burj Al Arab (p70)
 This  landmark luxe hotel, with 
its dramatic design that mimics 
the sail of a ship, floats on its own 
man-made island and has become 
the iconic symbol of Dubai’s boom 
years.

  B urj Khalifa (p86)
  Shaped like a deep-space rocket, the 
world’s tallest building also holds 
the records for the highest outdoor 
observation deck and the most 
floors.

Madinat Jumeirah (p68)
 Marvel at the mythical old Arabian ar-
chitecture of  Madinat Jumeirah, with 
its mesmerising shops, entertainment 
venues and restaurants set around 
photogenic Venetian-style canals.

 Dubai 
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once lived next door. It 
adjoins a petite square 
flanked by a heritage 
hotel, an old mosque 
and small shops.

4 Gold Souq
 Continue along Al 
Ahmadiya St, turning 
right into Old Baladiya 
St, where you’ll find 
more wholesalers – 
this time trading in 
gutras (men’s white 
headcloths), sandals 
and Chinese products. 
Ahead, to the left, you’ll 
spot the entrance to 
the famous Gold Souq 

(p24 ), whose shops are 
filled with everything 
from simple earrings to 
elaborate creations for 
bridal dowries.

5 Perfume Souq
 Exit the Gold Souq and 
follow Sikkat Al Khail 
St to Al Soor St and 
turn left. This is the 
heart of the Perfume 
Souq (p28 ), a string of 
shops selling heady Ara-
bian attars (perfumes) 
and oud (fragrant 
wood). Backtrack and 
continue straight on 
what is now 107th St, 

with hawkers selling 
cut-price clothes and 
kitschy souvenirs.

6 Covered Souq
 Tucked southeast of 
107th St are the tiny 
alleys of the Covered 
Souq (p28 ), a labyrinth 
of little shops selling 
everything from textiles 
to sheesha (water pipes). 
It’s one to poke around, 
watch the crowd haggle 
for deals and perhaps 
even ferret out the oc-
casional useful bargain 
oneself. 

2 The Walk
   The  Deira souq area is one of the most historic and 
atmospheric districts in Dubai and is best explored 
by foot. It’s a bustling, nicely chaotic warren of 
lanes teeming with exotic stalls and shops and 
especially bustling in the evenings. Our tour covers 
the main bazaars and also incorporates a couple of 
heritage stops into its route. 

Start Spice Souq; abra station Deira Old Souq

Finish Covered Souq; mBaniyas Square

Length 2km; three hours

5 Take a Break
 Wrap up a ramble around Deira’s souqs with a 
carnivorous feast at the  Afghan Khorasan Kebab 
House (%04-234 0999; off Deira St, near Naif Mosque; 
mains Dh22-39; hnoon-1am; mBaniyas Sq). Eat with 
your hands and sit upstairs in the carpeted majlis 
(meeting room). It’s located in an alley behind Naif 
Mosque, off Deira St.

1 Spice Souq
 As soon as you step off 
the abra (traditional 
wooden ferry), heady 
scents will lure you 
across to the Spice 
Souq (p28 ). The 
guttur al singsong of 
Arabic bounces around 
the lanes of this small 
covered market where 
stall-holders hawk 
every thing from med-
icinal herbs to exotic 
spi ces and frankincense.

2 Heritage House
 En route to the Herit-
age House (p28 ), you’ll 
pass stores selling 
nuts, pulses and rice. 
The shops belong to 
wholesalers who trade 
mainly with Iran and 
use dhows to ply their 
goods. The house 
once belong to a pearl 
merchant and is a fine 
example of a classic 
Emirati family home; 
inside are exhibits on 
aspects of Dubai history 
and culture. 

3 Al Ahmadiya 
School
 Head next door to duck 
inside the Al Ahmadiya 
School (p28 ), Dubai’s 
oldest public school, 
founded by the very 
pearl merchant who 
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Deira Souq Stroll
Best Walks
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during peak hours and at 
shopping malls.

 The starting fare for 
nonairport taxis is Dh5, 
plus Dh1.71 per kilometre; 
tolls are included, tips 
are not (round up to the 
nearest note).

 Taxis can be  agged 
down or picked up at 
ranks.

 Rather than asking to 
be taken to a speci  c 
street address, specify 
the nearest landmark 
(eg a hotel, mall, round-
about). If your cabbie is 
lost, ask him to radio his 
o   ce for directions.

   Abras (traditional 
wooden boats; Dh1) are 
a wonderful way to cross 
the Creek.

 Dubai Ferry runs sight-
seeing trips from Dubai

 Bus
 y Best for... local travel.

   Buses are clean, 
comfortable and air-
conditioned but slow. The 
front section is reserved 
for women and families. 

 Most routes operate at 
15- to 20-minute intervals 
between 6am and 
11.30pm (later and less 
frequently on Fridays). On 
some routes night buses 
take over at 30-minute 
intervals in the interim.

 Short-term visitors should get the Red Card, 
which costs Dh2 and may be topped up with up to 
10 journeys. Trips cost between Dh4 and Dh8.50.

 If you intend to make more than 10 trips, get a 
Silver Card for Dh25 (including Dh19 of credit). 
Trips are charged at Dh3 to Dh7.50. The Gold Card 
costs the same but trips are charged at double 
the price for access to the gold-class carriage. 

 The correct fare is automatically deducted 
when swiping your card upon entering and exit-
ing public transport.

 Travelling to Dubai with kids can be child’s play, 
especially if you keep a light schedule and involve 
them in day-to-day planning. There’s plenty to 
do from water parks and playgrounds to theme 
parks and activity centres. Most beach hotels 
operate kids clubs, letting you work on your tan 
or kip o   to the spa. 

Junior Foodies
 It’s perfectly fine to bring your kids to all but the 
 most formal restaurants, although they (and you) 
might feel more relaxed at casual cafes, bistros and 
family restaurants. Malls boast extensive food courts 
where kids can browse and pick what they like. Ho-
tels have at least one restaurant suitable for families, 
usually the 24-hour cafe or the buffet restaurant.

Playgrounds & Parks
 Though you won’t want to visit them during the 
sunburn season of July and August, Dubai has a 
handful of parks with picnic areas and play-
grounds for children to let off steam. One of the 
biggest and best for activities is Za’abeel Park, with 
great sports facilities, a viewing tower and a lake.

Teen Time
 OK, so they’ve done the ski slopes, disco-danced 
at the ice rink, splashed around at the water parks 
and enjoyed a fashionable strut around the malls. 
Is there more to prevent teens from succumbing 
to boredom? For the ultimate holiday pic to im-
press their pals back home, consider taking them 
sandboarding, camel riding on an overnight desert 
safari or even a trekking trip to the Hajar Moun-
tains. Tours are offered by numerous companies, 
including Arabian Adventures.

Everyone else must have 
a visa arranged through 
a sponsor, such as your 
UAE hotel or tour opera-
tor, prior to arrival. 

Entry requirements 
can change at the drop of 
a hat, so always confirm 
the latest regulations with 
a UAE consulate in your 
home country.
