Bus Go everywhere the trains go and more. Great for views. 
From 6am till midnight, plus some night buses from the city.

Taxis Fairly cheap if you're used to Sydney or London prices. 
Flag one on the street or at taxi stands. Good luck getting 
one on rainy days. Don't be surprised by hefty surcharges 
during peak hours and from midnight to 6am.

Uber Singapore has a fast-growing Uber tribe.

If you're staying in Singapore for more than a day or two, 
the easiest way to pay for travel on public transport is with 
the EZ-link card (www.ezlink.com.sg). EZ-link cards can 
be purchased from the customer service counters at MRT 
stations for S$12 (which includes a S$5 nonrefundable 
deposit). The card can also be bought at 7-Elevens for S$10 
(which also includes a S$5 nonrefundable deposit). Cards 
can be topped up with cash or by ATM cards at station 
ticket machines.

Changi Airport MRT trains run into town from the airport 
from 5.30am to midnight; public buses run from 6am to 
midnight. Both the train and bus trip cost from S$1.85. The 
airport shuttle bus (adult S$9, children S$6) runs 24 hours. 
A taxi into the city will cost anywhere from S$20 to S$40, 
and up to 50% more between midnight and 6am, plus 
airport surcharges. A four-seater limousine taxi is S$55, 
plus S$15 surcharge per additional stop.

HarbourFront Ferry Terminal MRT train into town from 
S$1.40. A taxi will cost from S$8 to S$13, plus 
any surcharges.

Woodlands Train Checkpoint Taxi into town 
S$22 to S$25, plus any surcharges.

MUSEUM
This remarkable museum houses the 
region’s most comprehensive collection 
of pan-Asian treasures.

LITTLE INDIA
This atmospheric historic quarter is 
as close as you’ll get to the Singapore 
of the old, chaotic days. Shop, 
temple-hop and stroll the lanes, but 
the main attraction is the fabulously

NATIONAL MUSEUM 
OF SINGAPORE
Evocative, interactive exhibitions and 
striking old-meets-new architec-
ture define Singapore’s showcase 
museum. If you’re after a gripping 
crash course in Singaporean history 
and culture, put this on your hit list.

ORCHARD ROAD
With every brand imaginable and 
more than 20 malls packed into this 
2.5km strip, you can shop till you 
drop, pick yourself up and continue

MARINA BAY
Once a mere gleam in the eyes of city 
planners, Marina Bay is now a shining 
example of land reclamation. Wide, 
palm-lined boulevards are ringed 
with apartments, bars, restaurants 
and the Marina Bay Sands resort.

UNIVERSAL STUDIOS
Home to the planet’s tallest duelling 
roller coasters, Universal Studios 
cranks up the adrenalin with seven 
themed areas pimped with enough 
rides, razzle-dazzle spectaculars and 
movie-set kitsch to thrill the most 
hardened of inner children. (% 6577

This amble around the old Colonial 
district and Marina Bay takes you from 
the Singapore of Sir Stamford Raffl  es 
to the cutting-edge visions of 21st-
century architects.

Start MRT City Hall
Distance 3.5km
Duration 4 to 5 hours

1 Step into elegant St Andrew’s 
Cathedral, used as an emergency hospital 
during WWII and a fine example of English 
Gothic Revival architecture.

6 Soaring beside the Cavenagh 
Bridge, constructed in Scotland and 
reassembled in Singapore in 1869, is 
the mighty Fullerton Hotel, Singapore’s 
general post office until 1996.

3 The Victoria Theatre & Concert Hall 
is one of Singapore’s first Victorian Re-
vivalist buildings. Before it is the original 
Raffles statue, which once stood at the 
Padang.

4 Multicoloured Old Hill St Police 
Station was proclaimed a ‘skyscraper’ 
upon completion in 1934. The building 
now houses several high-end art 
galleries.

8 The controversial aluminium shades of 
Esplanade – Theatres on the Bay refer-
ence Asian reed-weaving geometries and 
maximise natural light.

5 The riverfront shophouses in Boat 
Quay are home to bars, restaurants 
and snap-happy tourists. Look out for 
Salvador Dalí’s Homage to Newton and 
other sculptures.

7 Take a ‘wacky’ photo with the famous 
Merlion statue, an iconic Singapore sight. 
It’s a great place to see Marina Bay 
Sands’ light-and-laser show.

2 Two colonial dames, City Hall and the 
Old Supreme Court, have been combined 
to house the National Gallery Singapore 
(adult/child S$20/15; h10am-7pm Sun-Thu, 
to 10pm Fri-Sat).
