 Helsinki is the epicentre of Finland’s  ourishing 
cultural scene. Inspired by the Finnish wilder-
ness, artists and architects evoked a national 
pride that fomented a movement leading to the 
nation’s independence in 1917. Venues through-
out the capital showcase their talents, along with 
their successors, as well as emerging artists 
across the creative spectrum.

Art
 Contemporary Finnish art and sculpture plays 
with disaffection with technological society (think 
warped Nokias) and reinterprets ‘Finnishness’ 
(expect parodies of sauna, birches and blonde 
stereotypes). Although contemporary art enjoys a 
high profile in Finland, it is the National Romantic 
era that is considered Finland’s ‘golden age’ of art. 
The main features of these artworks are virgin 
forests and pastoral landscapes. See The Golden 
Age of Art (p32) for more on specific artists.

Architecture
 Helsinki grew up in the early 19th century, when 
German architect CL Engel made his mark with 
many noteworthy neoclassical landmarks. Later in 
the century, art nouveau found inspiration in na-
ture; in Finland, architects such as Eliel Saarinen 
embraced this international style, here known as 
National Romantic architecture. Most significantly, 
Finnish designs gained international renown in 
the Modern era, when Alvar Aalto and his col-
leagues embraced the aesthetic of Functionalism. 
Nowadays, Helsinki continues to be on the cutting-
edge of contemporary design and architecture.

Theodor Höijer in neo-Renaissance style, and 
built between 1885 and 1887. The Finnish Art 
Society held its first exhibition here in 1888.

The building is named for the Greek goddess of 
the arts, Athena. Above the main entrance, look 
for busts of Italian Renaissance architect Donato 
Bramante and painter and architect Raphael, and 
Greek sculptor, painter and architect Phidias.

Finnish Collections
 Finnish paintings and sculptures from the 
‘golden age’ of the late 19th century through to 
the 1950s include works by the nation’s most 
important artists.

The undisputed highlight is the prolific Akseli 
Gallen-Kallela’s triptych from Finland’s national 
epic, the Kalevala. Titled The Aino Myth (1891) it 
depicts Väinämöinen’s pursuit of the maiden Aino.

Eagle at a Cliff ’s Edge (1880) by Ferdinand von 
Wright, The Wounded Angel (1903) by Hugo Sim-
berg, Women Outside the Church at Ruokolahti 
(1887) by Albert Edelfelt, Under the Yoke (1893) 
by Eero Järnefelt, The Convalescent (1888) by 
Helene Schjerfbeck and Pioneers in Karelia 
(1900) by Pekka Halonen are other must-sees.

International Collections
 The Ateneum’s collection of 19th- and early-
20th-century foreign art includes Street in 
 Auvers-sur-Oise (1890) by Vincent van Gogh. 
Purchased in 1903, it was the world’s first-ever 
Van Gogh painting to be acquired by a museum, 
which exemplifies the visionary nature of the gal-
lery that endures today.

Also here are The Road Bridge at L’Estaque 
(1879) by Paul Cézanne, Portrait of the Artist 
Léopold Survage (1918) by Amedeo Modigliani 
and Landscape with a Pig and a Horse (1903) by 
Paul Gauguin, among other standouts.

yTop Tips
  Workshops (free 

with admission) for all

 On the ground floor, the 
elegant Ateneum Bistro 
cafe-restaurant, serving 
contemporary twists on 
Finnish classics, closes 
one hour before the 
museum does.

Finnish pastries are 
tantalisingly displayed 
at nearby bakery Kan-
niston Leipomo (p34), 
which has on-site 
seating.

 Over 4300 paintings and 750 sculptures span-
ning the mid-18th century to the 1950s are 
contained within the collection of the Ateneum, 
Finland’s premier art gallery. Set in a monumental 
1887- completed building, this is the number-one stop 
to learn about Finnish art, with context provided 
by some 650 prized works by international artists, 
including the first-ever museum-acquired Van Gogh.

The Building
 The palatial three-storey building housing the 
Ateneum was designed by Finnish architect

There’s almost always 
live entertainment, 
such as buskers, in the 
large open space; a vast 
ice rink sets up here in 
winter.

3 Esplanadin 
Puisto
 Continuing south 
brings you to Espla-
nadin Puisto (p31 ), an 
elegant strip of green 
in the heart of the city’s 
business district. It’s 
flanked on both sides 
by some of Helsinki’s 
most upmarket designer 
boutiques.

4 Observatory Hill 
Park
 From the eastern end of 
Esplanadin Puisto, it’s 
a short stroll south to 
Observatory Hill Park 
(p62 ), with winding 
woodland paths and 
blooming tulips and 
other bulbs. The park is 
named for its 1834-built 
observatory, which is 
now an astronomical 
museum.

5 Kaivopuisto
 Walking further south 
along tree-lined streets 
takes you to the seaside 
park of Kaivopu-
isto (p64 ), with 
superb views of fortress 
Suomenlinna and the 
Helsinki archipelago’s 
islands. There’s a beach, 
bars and cafes, and 
there’s an observatory 
here too, dating from 
1926, which occasion-
ally opens to the  public.

6 Löyly Sauna
 Head west along the 
waterfront, passing 
boats bobbing in the 
marinas, to the strik-
ing timber structure 
housing Löyly Sauna 
(p65 ). Opened in 2016, 
the wind- and water-
powered complex has 
three saunas, including 

a traditional smoke 
sauna, and direct access 
to the water out front 
for a dip between steam 
sessions. Finish with a 
beer at its panoramic 
glassed-in bar.

2The Walk
 Flower-filled parks and  rambling  gardens cover one 
third of Helsinki’s total area, making it a wonder-
fully green escape – during the summer months, at 
least. Choose a warm, sunny day for this city-wide 
stroll when you can see the ‘outdoor living rooms’ 
of the capital’s inhabitants at their leafiest and 
most lively.

Airport

 Finnair (%09-818-0800; 
www.  nnair.  ) covers 18 
Finnish cities, usually at 
least once per day.

Kamppi Bus 
Station
  Kamppi bus station (www.
matkahuolto.  ; Salomonkatu) 
has a terminal for local 
buses to  Espoo in one 
wing, while longer-distance 
buses also depart from 
here to destinations 
throughout Finland. From 
Kamppi bus station, 
 Onnibus (www.onnibus.
com) runs budget routes 
to several Finnish cities, 
including  Jyväskylä, Oulu, 
Savonlinna, Tampere and 
Turku.

 Buses also run from 
Kamppi bus station to 
St Petersburg (€35, nine 
hours, up to four daily); 
you must have a Russian 
visa.

Helsinki Train 
Station
  Helsinki’s central  train 
station (Rautatieasema; 
www.vr.fi; Kaivokatu 1) is 
linked to the metro 
(Rautatientori stop) and 
situated 500m east of 
Kamppi bus station. The 
train is the fastest and 
cheapest way to get from 
Helsinki to major centres,

  Helsinki is  dominated by 

chain hotels, particularly 
Sokos and  Scandic, but 
there are some boutique 
and designer gems, too. 
Budget accommodation is 
in short supply.

 From mid-May to 
mid-August bookings 
are strongly advisable, 
although July is a quieter 
time for business and 
high-end hotels.

 Apartment rentals range 
from one-room studios to 
multi-room properties that 
are ideal for families. Often 
you’ll get use of a sauna, 
parking area and other 
facilities.
