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MOTHER NATURE HAD SOME FUN IN 
THE SOUTHWEST. Red rock canyons crack 
across ancient plateaus. Hoodoos cluster like 
conspirators on remote slopes. Whisper-light 
sand dunes shimmer on distant horizons. 
Wildflowers, saguaros and ponderosa pines 
lure you in for a closer look.

Our trips across the Southwest swoop from 
scrubby deserts to the majestic Grand Canyon, 
from sandstone buttresses sculpted by desert 
winds to the shimmering lights of Las Vegas. 
En route, dramatic landscapes and movie 
locations unfold on all sides – this is the road 
trip as it was meant to be driven! Fill your tank, 
don your Ray-Bans and set off in search of the 
Southwest!
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
